The 3 Things You Need to Know to Score a Date with a Woman Online

We end up replacing some of the natural interaction and communications with convenience and basic appearances, which can both be a plus and a minus. 

The plus is that you know that you have found a good physical match and even some of the same stuff in common. The flip side, though, is that online dating has left a lot of men in the dark as to how to proceed. Even if you are good at talking to women in person, you may find that online dating is a whole different ballgame. 

So, how do you get a date online? What’s the secret? 

In this report, I am going to discuss some of the most important aspects of online dating with you, so you have the best chances of hooking an amazing woman. From there, it’s up to you…

So, let’s get into some of the things that you’ll need to know to score a date with a sexy lady through an online dating app or site…

1. Your Dating Profile

With online dating, your profile will definitely make or break your success. 

I really mean this—this is the initial deciding factor. Women will take about three seconds to see if you’re a match, and if they think from your profile picture that it’s a maybe, then they’ll move on to your description. 

That means that in under twenty seconds (tops), they will know whether or not they want to go on a date with you. This doesn’t give you a ton of time to plead your case.

In order to have the most success possible with online dating, you need to know what women are looking for in your profile. Once you get a better idea of this, your chances of catching a cute girl’s attention will go up significantly.

Remember, women aren’t like men—they won’t swipe any guy that they think is even remotely attractive like most men do for women. Most women are more discerning, which is mainly because they know they have more of a choice.

While men often find themselves putting in a ton of work for the perfect profile, women know they can put just about any picture up and get a swipe. Is it fair? Probably not. Is it how it works? You bet.

Even then, think about it—when you see a profile of a girl that puts in the work, how do you feel? I bet you appreciate it. We’ll get into that later…

For now, let’s take a look at what you’re doing. 

I want to start with the most obvious thing, and the first thing that women will look at when they are checking out your profile…your profile photo.

The Perfect Profile Photo

A lot of guys throw any old photo up and hope that it will do the trick. Obviously this isn’t the case, otherwise we wouldn’t even need to discuss it. 

You need to put a little thought into crafting the perfect profile photo, or picking a photo that fits you perfectly. From there, you need to put up some supplementary photos that really express who you are.

The point here is to have a unique photo, but still a photo that women are going to connect with. In order to select or take this perfect photo, there are some things to consider. Let’s look into those now…

Your Smile

One of the quickest and most simple ways to boost your chances with online dating is to do something that is extremely simple, but effective—smile! 

Women want someone that is upbeat and can have a good time. Nothing quite expresses a positive nature like a nice smile. It’s one of the most attractive features that we possess, and it WILL make the difference between getting a swipe left or right.

Remember that it’s not any old smile, though. You need to make sure your photo shows you with a genuine smile. Your eyes should light up, your smile should be real and nothing should be forced.

If you aren’t good at smiling in photos, here’s a quick tip—skip the saying cheese crap. Instead of trying to create what you think is the right photo smile, focus on creating genuine joy on your face.

The best way to go about this is to think of a happy moment, a joke you heard or anything else that will give you a boost of real positivity. Then leverage this into a great smile for your photo. 

Here’s another tip…you can actually get yourself to laugh simply by laughing. Even forced laughter after a while will seem ridiculous enough that you’ll find it transition into real laughter. 

So, find something that will make you smile to focus on, or start laughing. From there, snap a photo with a real, genuine smile for your profile picture.

What are you doing?

The next thing you’ll want to consider is what you are doing in the photo. 

While this may seem innocuous, in reality it is actually something to pay attention to. Keep in mind that you have very little time to express who you are, and your profile photo needs to say quite a bit about you.

Because of this, you’ll want to consider what you are doing in the photo. While it doesn’t have to be anything too crazy, it should at least express some of your interests and even showcase your talents.

For instance, if you are a musician, you may want to have a photo of you with your guitar. If you like to travel, a photo of you in a distant location or landmark may make for a great photo. Whatever you decide to go with, it should reflect your interests.

Think about how often you read a girl’s profile before you swipe left or right—it may not be that often. Usually, by looking through their photos, you’ll get a general idea of what they are into. From there, you can see if you are a match.

Sure, it can be hard to express what you are all about with one photo, but that’s what your follow up photos are for. You can post more photos of yourself doing the things that you love, and the women checking out your profile can get a better feel for what you are all about.

How to take the photo

While you don’t need a degree in photography to get a good profile picture, it’s good to at least pay attention to a few different things while taking your profile photo. 

The first thing you’ll want to do is hand your phone or camera to someone else. One of the biggest things that girls look for in a photo is that it is NOT a selfie. While we are in a selfie obsessed culture, counter-intuitively this isn’t the best photo for your profile. 

Make sure someone else is taking your photo, and make sure they get a good angle! If you can, find someone taller than you to take the photo. If they are shorter, they’ll usually shoot the photo upwards, which is a less than flattering shot. 

You’ll want the photo to be taken at a slightly downward or forward angle, and you’ll want to angle your chin in a way that it doesn’t create a double chin. A good way to cheat this is by sticking your chin out just a hair. 

You don’t want there to be a crazy angle on the shot and it shouldn’t seem forced, but you also don’t want it to look sloppy. 

You’ll also want to make sure that somewhere in your photos you have a full body or a mostly full body shot. Even if you aren’t super proud of your body, you should let women know what they are getting into before they show up for the date. If you aren’t comfortable with your body, it’s time to up your game.

Finally, you’ll want to pay attention to who’s in your photo with you. While it’s okay to have a photo with a girl (maybe your sister), it shouldn’t be too romantic, and you will want to leave it for one of the supplemental photos—not your main profile picture.

You’ll also want to be aware of who is in the photo with you. If your photos are a series of photos of you with your friends, they won’t know who you are! No one wants to work on their pattern recognition skills on a dating app. Make sure it’s easy for them to recognize who you are while swiping.

Also, be thoughtful of the company that you keep in the photo. Yes, this is really shallow, but you want to make sure the people around you are good looking, but not better looking that you. Pick a photo with a friend or friends that are decent looking, so they know you keep good company, but don’t pine for someone else in the photo.

It’s good to show that you have friends, but you may want to save this for the supplemental photos.

Your Description

Okay, now that you know more about taking the perfect profile photo, let’s start discussing what your description should say.

Nowadays most dating apps have very limited space for a description, so you’ll want to make it count. You’ll also want to avoid rambling, even if there is some extra space leftover. Your description should say what it needs to say—no more, no less.

Let’s look at a few different factors that you’ll want to consider when it comes to your description.

What are your interests?

One of the most important things to articulate in your description is what your interests are. Women are going to not only want to know what similar interests you have, but also what separates you from other guys out there.

When you are listing your interests, be specific. Instead of just saying that you like to travel, mention where you’ve been. Draw a quick picture of who you are, instead of just creating a list. 

Also, make sure that your interests aren’t too general. Everyone likes going to the movies. If you don’t have specific interests, maybe it’s time to consider picking up a hobby.

Speak mostly about YOU

Women want to know who you are. Sure, it’s good to mention what you are looking for, but you don’t want to go on about it too much. Keep most of what you have to say focused around who YOU are. 

The Don’t

Now that you know they do’s let’s discuss some of the don’ts for your dating profile. 

There are quite a few things that you can do which will cause a girl to swipe you away super quick. These don’ts are easy to avoid, but you need to be mindful so they don’t work their way into your dating profile.

Don’t attack

The LAST thing you want to do is go on the attack. Have you ever read a profile that talks about an ex, the opposite sex in general or other attacks on people? Then you know that this is an instant turn-off.

If you haven’t had a lot of luck with women or you have a recent ex, these are things that you’ll want to keep between yourself and your therapist. You don’t need to announce this to the world—least of all on your dating profile.

Don’t crowd your photos

I know we discussed this earlier, but I want to reiterate it—don’t crowd your photos with a ton of people. 

Sure, it’s okay to have a supplementary photo of a sports team that you are on, or a night out that you had with your friends, but these photos should be kept to a minimum. Women want to see YOU, not all of your friends.

Don’t boast

There is a line that you don’t want to cross between talking about yourself and boasting. 
You want women to know what you’re all about, but you don’t want them to think you are arrogant or full of yourself.

For instance, you may be an entrepreneur. Sure, that’s great. That’s a pretty cool thing to mention. What you DON’T want to talk about is how super successful you are and how you are rolling in the dough. 

Cool, you’re rich. Moving on…

Yes, you’ll find the occasional gold digger that’s into your pocketbook, but that shouldn’t be the kind of woman that you’re looking for. Everyone else will be turned off by these kinds of boastful comments.

2. Knowing What YOU are Looking For

The next thing that I want to discuss is something that you probably weren’t expecting—and that’s knowing what you are looking for in a woman. 

Sure, it may seem like a good idea to just swipe for every cute girl you see, or to just swipe blindly, but in reality you are doing yourself a disservice. First off, knowing what you want will help you to narrow down the choices when they come. Second, randomly swiping is punished in some apps.

That’s right—if you just randomly swipe and see who swipes back, you may actually be hurting your chances of being seen. Dating apps and sites want you to play by the rules, and that means paying attention to what you are swiping.

So, what should you look for? I want to break that down for you right now.

Let’s start with what kind of relationship that you are going for…

What Type of Relationship

In order to know who you want to date, you need to know what you want out of a relationship. 

The more prepared you are going in, the more discerning you can be with the selection process. For instance, you may see a girl that you think is cute, but she may be looking for something serious, while you are looking for something casual.

This isn’t to say your mind can’t change over time and that the relationship can’t evolve, but it’s best to take what people say they want at face value, rather than going on a date and trying to sway their opinion.

So, what kinds of relationships are there to choose from, and which is right for you?

Let’s take a look at a few different types of relationships…

Hookups

The absolute most casual you can go is hooking up. If you are looking for hookups, it’s good to be clear up front. 

Sure, you may not want to say it in your description, but before things get too far, you should establish the nature of the relationship. 

As a brief definition, hookups are casual sexual encounters. You may be looking for a one-time thing or someone to regularly hook up with, but either way, the expectation is that it won’t go further than this.

Casual Dating

The next stage up is casual dating. 

Casual dating involves actually hanging out and spending time with someone, but with no real expectation that things will get serious. Basically, you are palling around and hooking up, but you don’t necessarily want to take it any further.

This is a HUGE frustration for people looking for something long-term. If you are looking to date casually, make sure that is known early on.

Long-Term Relationships

Sure, no matter what you aren’t guaranteed something long-term right off the bat, but it’s good to know if this is an eventual end goal. 

Some people are at a point in their lives that they are looking to settle down. If this is you, then you should mention that you aren’t looking for anything casual. You may get less dates because of it, but when you do go on dates, the expectation is known on both sides.

Which are You?

Take a look at these three and see which type of relationship you are looking for. You may be looking for one or two of them, but it’s unlikely that you are actually looking for all of the three.

Casual dating and long-term aren’t compatible. Sure, a casual dating relationship can evolve, but if you are looking for long-term, you shouldn’t settle for casual and vice-versa.

Be cognizant going in what type of relationship YOU want, to more effectively communicate. 

Your Ideal Woman

The next thing to consider when you are thinking about what you are looking for is what the ideal woman looks like to you. Before you start searching for the perfect match, you really should narrow it down.

Sure, your instinct may be to cast a giant net and try to speak to any girl that looks remotely attractive, but in the long run this isn’t a good strategy. 

First off, a lot of dating sites discourage this behavior, and actually have in built into their algorithm to punish people who are constantly swiping “like”. That’s right: if you aren’t discerning, you’ll get punished. I know I mentioned this, but I want to remind you.

Another thing to consider is that if you know what you are looking for, you know what to expect. Sure, everyone is different, but if you know going in what type of woman you want, you’ll have a better chance of finding that type of woman! This means you’ll weed through a lot of the duds and bad dates.

Be Picky

Make sure you are picky while dating online. Believe it or not, you DO have a say in who you want to date online, and you don’t need to say “yes” to the first girl that comes along. 

Really take a look at each woman and see if they are the right match for you. If not, keep on looking.

3. What Do I Say?

The last thing I want to discuss is something that stumps most men, and is a question I get probably more than any other…what do I say? 

A lot of guys have trouble with this in person, let alone online. You don’t want to come off too cliché, but at the same time you want to catch the woman’s attention. This may be a delicate balance, but it’s something that I know you can pull off.

Let’s take a little bit to talk about how to open up a conversation, how to keep the conversation going and finally what to talk about.

How to Open the Conversation

Openers have been a sticking point for men for a long time. The first impression is really important, and with dating saying the wrong thing could ruin your chances permanently. I know, no pressure, right?

It’s not as bad as it seems, though. With online dating, you have plenty of time to craft the right opener, and you have a few different clues that you can go off of. 

Women post things on their dating profile for the same reason that you do—to put their best foot forward. They want to make sure that you see the best of them, so they build themselves up to look interesting.

If you want to successfully open the conversation, try and play off of the breadcrumbs that they’ve left for you to follow. 

Look at:

· Her description
· What her interests are
· Where she’s from
· Where she works
· What she is passionate about
· Her photos
· What is she wearing?
· Is there a pet?
· Is she at a game? Who’s she supporting?

There are all sorts of things to open a conversation with if you take a little time to look! 

Keeping the Conversation Going

Once you’ve opened up the conversation, you need to keep it going. One of the biggest issues people have with online dating is letting the conversation die. They make a great first impression, they go back and forth a little bit, then they run out.

While it’s okay to let the woman respond and push the conversation forward, if it seems like it’s coming to a standstill, you need to take action! You can’t allow it to simply fizzle out.

Now, don’t get me wrong—sometimes you just won’t have enough in common. Other times, you may get a woman who can only respond with one word at a time. If either of these are the case, it’s okay to let go.

If you do seem to have a bit in common, keep things moving. You don’t want to miss out simply because you found a lull in the conversation.

What to Talk About
