• A page is used for content that is static or 

permanent (it’s important enough to keep visible)
• Pages are typically located under the main 

navigation menu as a parent or child page
• Posts are used for content that is new or dynamic 

(posts are part of your BLOG with the freshest 
content displaying before older content)

• Posts are typically located under the Categories 
widget in the sidebar as well as in the ‘Featured’ 
and ‘Recent Posts’ areas of the Homepage

Let’s take a look again at our demonstration site...
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Every new article you add to your website should 
include 5 key elements so that every time you post, 
your efforts support your business goals!
1.Great Titles: get your content read by using results-

oriented titles that relate to you niche
2. Include Images: posts with photos have a much 

higher level of engagement (make it clickable!)
3. Call To Action: include links that focus on benefits
4. Promote Offers: add affiliate links or opt-in incentives
5. Author Box: link back to your full bio or services page
